Other than 
looking at things, she did 
perfect. She didn't spook or 
anything and she soon 
relaxed. I thought she might 
have a problem with the 
footing, it being clay and 
muddy, but she didn't. 
 

 
 
  So, the next day was show 
day. Got there early, and 
got her ready to ride her 
around a little before our 
first class, Green Horse 
W/T. She was a little looky 
at first, but relaxed alot 
quicker than the day before 
and was soon going really 
nice.

So, we went 
in, it being Green, of course 
there were a bunch of 
trainers there with their 

horses in training. Stella was 
doing perfect, me though, not 
so much. :P  So, we walked, 
trotted, then changed direction 
and walked, trotted. 
 

  
 
So, 
trotted in to the line up and 
stood there waiting for 
placings. I was kinda zoning 
out since it was Green class, 
didn't expect much.

We still walked 
away with a 4th out of 6 or 7 
horses I believe.  

  Then, the next too 
classes, we were the only 
ones in, so we won them. 
:P But, we also got Grand
